Where are we on life’s journey? Where are we on the road of
discipleship?

The bible tells us that when he heard God’s command (Genesis 12)
Abram was willing to obey and set out to follow as God led. The
implication was that while he did not know the detail of where he was
going that God would be with him. The new testament tells us that he
was ultimately destined for a heavenly city (Hebrews 11:8-11). Where we
are now- is seldom where we will end up- and that is definitely
something we should consider.
